REGULAR MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL ON MONDAY, APRIL 9,2001 AT 5:30 P.M. AT CITY HALL. MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Alton McCollum. COUNCILPERSONS: Buddy Sandifer, David Walker, Betty Wells, and Jack Steadman. CLERK: Bruce Watson. VISITORS: Phyllis Overstreet, Betty Mack, Mac Moore, Dr. John Dalton, and Chief George Morris.

Mayor McCollum called the meeting to order and Mrs. Wells gave the invocation.

Clerk Watson took the roll with everyone being present except Mrs. Frances Johnson. Clerk Watson informed Council that Mrs. Johnson had called to say she would be out of town.

Mayor McCollum reminded the audience that anyone making remarks must be recognized by Council and that comments must be pertain to items on the agenda.

Mr. Sandifer made the motion to approve the agenda as amended to included items 7A to discuss a request from the County of Bamberg for a portion of City property on Third Street for a roadway to the jail and item 3A to include a presentation to Officer Stephanie Ranson. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Police Commissioner Jack Steadman presented Officer Stephanie Ransom with a plaque on behalf of the City of Bamberg congratulating her for being chosen as Top Cop Of The Year by the Orangeburg Elks Club.

Betty Milhouse who asked to be on the agenda did not show up for the meeting.

Mr. Steadman made the motion to approve the minutes of the March 12,2001 meeting as received. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

After no discussion, Mr. Walker made the motion to approve the Budget and Finance Reports as presented. Mr. Steadman made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Clerk Watson explained that Bamberg County had decided  they needed 35 feet of width for a roadway across City property on Third Street for the new jail addition. Clerk Watson asked Council if they wished to grant them an easement or deed this strip of roadway to the County with certain stipulations. After some discussion, Mr. Sandifer made the motion to deed a strip of land 35 feet wide extending to Third Street contingent upon Bamberg County agreeing to crush and run the remaining City property to be used as a parking lot for the tennis courts and with the stipulation that whenever the road ceases to be used as a road that the property would revert back to the City of Bamberg. Mr. Steadman made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Under Commission Reports.

Mr. Sandifer informed Council that 400 kids had signed up for baseball this year and that teams have been chosen. He told Council  the restrooms at the Ness Complex have been completed at a cost of $19,710.00. He thanked Council for their support of this project.

Mrs. Wells informed Council that the Sanitation Department has been busy with mowing early this year and that they have been working at the Ness Complex. She told Council  they are ready to hire summer youth workers. Mrs. Wells informed Council that Claire McMillan has been chosen as a new member of the Board of Directors for the Chamber of Commerce. She explained that Walt Inabinet is presentlty working on a new brochure for the Bamberg Chamber of Commerce.

Mr. Steadman informed Council that the Police Department had secured a $5,500.00 grant to buy two video cameras for the police cars.

Under Old Business.

Mr. Walker made the motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 01-01. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Mr. Sandifer made the motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 01-02. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

After some discussion of an ordinance to curtail papers and advertizements from being thrown on the streets, Mr. Walker made the motion to have an ordinance drawn up addressing this problem. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Under New Business.

Mrs. Wells made the motion to donate $250.00 to the National Youth Sports Program this year. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Mr. Walker made the motion to accept the April 3,2001 election results as certified by the Bamberg County Election Commission. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

The results of the April 3,2001 General and Special Elections have been made a part of these minutes.

Mr. Steadman made the motion to hire three summer youth workers again this year. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Mr. Sandifer asked Council if someone is placed on the agenda and fails to appear can they ask to be placed on the agenda a second time.

Clerk Watson advised Council not to deny someone from being placed on the agenda a second time if they failed to appear but advised them not to allow someone to appear time and time again to discuss the same issue once Council has made a decision on the isssue.

Mr. Sandifer voiced that he wanted it on the record that Mrs. Betty Milhouse had asked to be placed on the agenda but failed to appear before Council.

Mr. Steadman made the motion to go into executive session to discuss negotiations incident to the purchasing of property. Mrs. Wells made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Mrs. Wells made the motion to come out of the executive session. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

Mr. Sandifer made the motion to deed 1.08 acres of land owned by the City of Bamberg on West Railroad Avenue to the Tri-County Alliance in order for them to construct and build a building to allow an existing business to expand in order to create jobs in the City of Bamberg. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

With no further business, Mr. Sandifer made the motion to adjourn. Mr. Walker made the second. All agreed. The motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
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
