Mrs. Foster informed Council that the new business named Earth Mothers would be having a ribbon cutting in the near future.

Mayor McCollum informed Council that he had talked to Dan Cherry of the LSCOG who said they wished to be involved in the ribbon cutting ceremony for the new parking lot.

After some discussion, Council agreed to have the ribbon cutting for the new parking lot on March 13th.

Mrs. Foster informed Council that the awning for the Barber Shop is on the way and she voiced that a lot of  progress has been made in the downtown area.

Mayor McCollum informed Council that Carol Varn has asked Council to consider supporting a grant to renovate the City Hall Building and asked that Clerk Watson help administrate the grant. Mayor McCollum said he felt this would be setting a precedent in which  all building owners would ask for the City’s help in securing grants for their buildings. Mayor McCollum also explained that Clerk Watson already had plenty to do. Mayor McCollum informed Council that he did write a letter supporting the grant application only.

Mrs. Johnson informed Council that she, Mayor McCollum and Dan Cherry had located a target area in the Weimer Street area for another possible rehabilitation grant . She explained that the grant would be for $500,000.00.

Mrs. Foster informed Council that the Heritage Corridor Group would be meeting at 5:30 p.m. today. She explained that the entrances to the town needed to be addressed.

Mayor McColllum informed Council that he has applied for another PRT Grant to continue beautification of the railroad bed.

Mrs. Johnson informed Council that Mrs. Banks will be 110 years old on April 3rd and said she felt the City needed to do something to recognize her birthday.

With no further business, Mr. Sandifer made the motion to adjourn. Mrs. Johnson made the second. All approved. The motion carried.
