SPECIAL MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 5, 2001 AT 5:30 P.M. AT CTIY HALL. MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Alton McCollum. COUNCILPERSONS: Buddy Sandifer, Frances Johnson, David Walker, Betty Wells, Betty Mack, and Nancy Foster. CERK: Bruce Watson. VISITORS: Jeanette McMillan, Willimae Miller, Barbara Young and Bob McCully.

Mayor McCollum called the meeting to order and Mr. Walker gave the invocation.

Clerk Watson took the roll with everyone being present except Mrs. Foster. Clerk Watson informed Council that Mrs. Foster had called to say she may not be able to attend.

Mrs. Foster then entered the meeting.

Mayor McCollum informed Council that they were here tonight to discuss supporting a regional wastewater facilities plan for Bamberg County. He explained that he and Mr. Sandifer had meet last week with Senator Mathews and other county leaders to endorse the concept of a wastewater plan for the county. He said the concept would include the City of Bamberg, the County Industrial Site and the City of Denmark with the treated water being discharged to the Edisto River.

Mayor Mccollum informed Council that Senator Mathews needed a letter of endorsement from the City of Bamberg, the County of Bamberg, and the City of Denmark in order to continue with his efforts. He explained that the grant application for this concept has made it to the second round for consideration.

Mr. Sandifer informed Council that Senator Mathews said every county lacked industries and that the first questions always asked were can you handle our wastewater. Mr. Sandifer said this concept was very vital to our county.

Mayor McCollum told Council that once the concept of the City of Bamberg, the County of Bamberg, and the City of Denmark working together to develop a regional wastewater system is started that the Bamberg BPW would operate the system.

Mrs. Johnson informed Council that as a member of the Tri-County Leadership Program 

that they had discussed the importance of having  wastewater infastructure in place in 

order to attract industry during their last meeting.

Mayor McCollum explained that the first phase of the concept would be to upgrade the 

BPW facility.

Mr. Sandifer informed Council that somehow a 17 million dollar project was mentioned 

in Denmark but that the project would only cost 2.9 million dollars.

Mrs. Johnson then made the motion for the City of Bamberg to endorse the concept of a 

Regional Wastewater Facilities Plan. Mrs. Foster made the second. All approved. 

The motion carried.

Mayor McCollumn told the group that they would be meeting with the committee on 

Wednesday at 10:00 a.m. to discuss future plans for the concept.

During questions from the press and audience, Mr. McCully explained that the first phase 

of the project would be to spend 2.9 million dollars to upgrade the BPW plant to increase 

the treatment capacity of the plant from 1 million gallons to 4 million gallons per day. 

Mr. McCully said the BPW must be allowed to grow and serve the County since they are 

the best we have in the Conty to head up the project. He praised Council for their 

decision to back Senator Mathews in his efforts to help Bamberg County.

With no further business, Mrs. Wells made the motion to adjourn. Mrs. Johnson made the 

second. All approved. The motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:40 p.m.
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
